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2.3. Positioning the Speakers

The most common setup for use with a PC is shown below. Removable speaker stands and
two wall mounting brackets are provided with your HOMEARENA TXR665 for use with the sat-
ellite speakers.

To attach a speaker stand or wall bracket, slide it onto the speaker as shown above. General
speaker positioning guidelines:

Front:

In front of your listening position (e.g. either side of your monitor) and angled towards you.
Rear:

Behind Speaker to the side of your listening position (e.g. on the nearest corners of your desk)
and angled towards you.

You can also mount them on a side or back wall using the optional wall brackets. Subwoofer
On the floor (e.g. under your desk) or somewhere else where you can reach the controls.

Centre Straight ahead of your listening position (e.g. on top of your monitor), ideally at the
same height as your front speakers.

Subwoofer on the soil (i.e. under your desk) or in another place, in which you can reach con-
trols.
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2.4. Connecting to your audio source
You can connect any soundcard to your HOMEARENA TXR 665 speaker set.

Shown below are typical connections for a 6-channel sound card using the supplied cable 3,5
mm stereo to mini chinch.

To connect to a 4-channel soundcard connect only the FRONT and REAR inputs and for a 2-
channel soundcard connect to the FRONT inputs at the subwoofer.

With 6-channel (5.1) audio material (DVD), you will typically hear dialogue from the centre
speaker, surround sound from the front and rear satellite speakers and bass effects from the
subwoofer.

Connected to a 4-channel audio the subwoofer will be headed for anyway to maintain sound
quality.

Otherwise the deep frequencies would be missed.

Refer to the documentation that came with your soundcard and DVD software for details of
controlling the output settings. Also check that the HOMEARENA TXR665 volume levels are set
correctly.
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2.5. Connecting to a DVD or other audio source

You can connect any DVD player (if the DVD player has a decoder included)or other audio
source to your HOMEARENA TXR665 speaker set. Shown below are typical connections for a
DVD player with built in 6-channel decoder using stereo chinch to stereo chinch (2 RCA-2 RCA)
cables.

If your source unit only has 2-channel audio output, connect to the FRONT connectors on your
HOMEARENA TXR665 only.

If you have a 4.0 audio source connected please use only the FRONT and REAR connectors at
your subwoofer.

On both cases the subwoofer will be headed for anyway to maintain sound quality.
Otherwise the deep frequencies would be missed.

Refer to the documentation that came with your source unit for details of controlling the out-
put settings.
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2.6. Connecting the Speakers

Connecting the speakers of your HOMEATRENA TXR665 is a simple task. You connect each of
the five satellites to the main subwoofer unit which houses the amplifier and subwoofer
speaker as shown above using the speaker cables attached to each speaker. The three satel-
lite speakers with shorter cables are the front left, front right and centre speakers and the two
satellite speakers with longer cables are the rear left and rear right speakers.

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2.7. Using the controls

The following controls for your HomeArena TXR665 are positioned on the front of the sub-
woofer.

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VOLUME Switches the unit on/off and adjusts the overall volume including the front speakers.
The power light on the front panel will light up when the unit is switched on.

CENTRE Adjusts the volume of the centre speaker.

REAR Adjusts the volume of the rear speakers.

SUB Adjusts the volume of the subwoofer.

The recommended volume level setup method is as follows:
1. Set the overall volume using the VOLUME control.

2. Set the volume of the centre, rear and subwoofer speakers using the CENTRE, REAR and
SUB controls.

3. You can now adjust the overall volume using the VOLUME control or in software if con-
nected to your PC.
